Microsoft Edge: 

- Click on the ellipsis symbol (…)  and go to Settings > Advanced Settings-View Advanced 

Settings > Use Adobe Flash Player– Slide to ON 

Mozilla Firefox: 

- Click on the    symbol and go to Add-ons > Plugins > Shockwave Flash > Ask to 

Activate 

- Every time a page uses a flash object inside of Firefox, the browser will ask you to run 

flash. Similar to Chrome, Firefox will do this through the puzzle piece icon in the top left 

corner of the URL window. Click this icon and in the drop-down window select "Allow 

and remember" or "Continue allowing" if this has previously been done. 

Safari: 
- Click on Safari and go to Preferences > Security > Internet Plug-ins – Plug-in Settings > 

Adobe Flash Player > make sure it’s checked; When visiting other websites: ON
